This year marks the 80" anniversaries of momentous battles and turning
points of the Second World War.

The D-Day landings of 6™ June — the largest seaborne invasion in history —
marked the beginning of the liberation of western Europe.
Elsewhere on the globe exceptionally hard-fought battles were also turning
the tide of the war. The Battle of Monte Cassino was the bloodiest of the
Italian Campaign and in India Outnumbered British and Indian forces with-
stood weeks of siege and brutal fighting at the Battles of Kohima
and Imphal.

The Royal British Legion remembers the service and sacrifice of British and
Commonwealth armed forces in these and other battles.
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“They shall not grow old; as we that are lefT grow old,
Age shall not weary them nor the years condemn,
At the going down of the sun and in the morning,

We shall vemember them”
